Dr. William R. Neff, the first physician to join the group, broadened Rotary’s 
professional reach.  

Charles Newton, a lawyer like Harris, strengthened the club’s ethical dimension. 

These men, and others who soon joined them, shared a common commitment to 
service and friendship. 

Their professional diversity and dedication to the Rotary ideal laid the solid 
foundation upon which the worldwide organization was built.
